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Beth yw Eisteddfod yr Urdd?

Eisteddfod yr Urdd yw Gwyl leuenctid fwyaf Ewrop. Mae’r wyl yn ddathliad o’r iaith
Gymraeg, y diwylliant a’r cyfoeth o dalent ifanc sydd yng Nghymru heddiw. Bob blwyddyn
daw oddeutu 15,000 o blant a phobl ifanc i gystadlu a hyd at 90,000 o ymwelwyr i’r maes.

Lleoliad yr Eisteddfod yn 2019 fydd Bae Caerdydd. Bydd y Bae yn cael ei drawsnewid i fod yn
faes byrlymus ar gyfer plant a phobl ifanc o bob cwr o Gymru a thu hwnt. Byddant yn
cystadlu mewn amryw o gystadlaethau gan gynnwys canu, dawnsio, offerynnol, cerdd dant,
llefaru a llawer mwy.

Yn ogystal a’r cystadlu brwd, bydd arddangosfeydd cyffrous yn y GwyddonLe a’r babell Gelf
a Chrefft a llwyfan berfformio gyda chantorion, dawnswyr, bandiau byw a grwpiau ysgolion
yn diddanu trwy’r dydd, bob dydd. Ym Mhentre Mistar Urdd ceir arlwy amrywiol sy’n rhoi
blas o’r hyn sydd gan yr Urdd i'w gynnig a chynhelir llu o weithgareddau chwaraeon gan
gynnwys saethyddiaeth, pél droed, rygbi a wal ddringo yn y Pentre Chwaraeon, digon i
ddiddanu pawb.

Yr Eisteddfod a’r Economi Leol

Nid yn unig y mae dyfodiad Eisteddfod Genedlaethol yr Urdd yn rhoi cyfleoedd arbennig i
blant a phobl ifanc o safbwynt y celfyddydau a diwylliant ond mae’r wyl hefyd yn cynnig
cyfleoedd gwerthfawr i fusnesau a’r economi lleol. Mae gwaith ymchwil yn dangos fod yr

Eisteddfod yn cyfrannu dros £6 miliwn i'r economi lleol.
Dangosodd ymchwil hefyd fod:-

e 72% o’r ymwelwyr o ddosbarth cymdeithasol ABC1
[gyda 28% o ddosbarth gymdeithasol AB].

e 70% o’n hymwelwyr yn dod am ddeuddydd neu fwy,
gyda 15% yn aros am wythnos.

e 78% yn gwario arian mewn busnesau lleol.
e 70% wedi ymweld &'r Eisteddfod o’r blaen.
e 41%yn aros yn yr ardal leol dros nos fel ymwelydd.

e 76% o’'n hymwelwyr wedi eistedd yn y pafiliwn a 50%
wedi ymweld &’r GwyddonLe.

e 25% yn ymweld ag atyniad twristaidd arall yn ystod yr
wythnos.

e 60% o ymwelwyr yn dod oherwydd y ‘cystadlu’ felly
yn teithio i'r wyl lle bynnag maent yn byw.



What is the Urdd Eisteddfod?

The Eisteddfod is one of Europe’s largest
touring youth festival. The festival is a
celebration of the Welsh language, culture
and wealth of young talent we have here in
Wales. On average the Eisteddfod attracts
15,000 competitors and up to 90,000
visitors enjoy the atmosphere of this
unique youth festival.

Children and young people, schools and
families will travel from all parts of Wales and further afield to compete in the Eisteddfod’s 220
competitions held in the main pavilion (Wales Millennium Centre in 2019). Local children will also
benefit from a range of opportunities to participate in specially commissioned shows and concerts
during the week.

While it’s easy to lose track of time watching the competitors in the main pavilion, the ‘Maes’
(Festival Site) — is a colourful, bustling and excmng place to be. 100 businesses and organlsatlons are
represented on the ‘maes’. The event draws
significant media coverage both locally and
nationally.

Also look out for:

e Performance stages showcasing
singers, dancers, live bands, and
school groups.

e The GwyddonLe science Pavilion, the ; ( )
Arts and Crafts Exhibition and the “Cwtsh Cymraeg” paV|I|on for Welsh Learners

e Pentre’ Mistar Urdd will host Urdd Gobaith Cymru’s very own mascot in his own, specially
designed village. There will be live bands and activities happening in and around the village
each day showcasing the best of what the Urdd has to offer.

e Sporting activities aplenty including archery, football, rugby and golf
e Concerts and Evening Competitions

e Much, much more! There’s never a dull moment on the ‘Maes’ and there’s plenty to keep
even the most energetic youngsters happy.



The Eisteddfod and the Local Economy

The Urdd National Eisteddfod not only gives children and young people opportunities in the field of
arts and culture but also gives opportunities to the world of business and the economy. Research
shows that large scale events bring considerable benefits to the area that hosts the event and
Eisteddfod yr Urdd is not an exception. Research has shown that the Urdd National Eisteddfod
contributes over £6 million to the local economy.

Our research shows that:

o 72% of visitors from ABC1 social
class [with 28% from social class
AB]

e 70% of visitors stay for 2 days or
more, with 15% staying for the
week.

o 78% of visitors spend money in
local businesses.

e 70% have previously visited the
Eisteddfod.

e 41% stay in the local area as visitors.

e 76% or our visitors watched a competition in the pavilion and 50% visited the
GwyddonLe Science pavilion in 2016.

e 25% visit other tourist attractions during the week.

e 60% of visitors come due to the ‘competing’ therefore travel to the event wherever
it is held.
