The journey of Ble mae trenau’n mynd gyda'r nos a chwestiynau mawr eraill
bywyd began with 3 Writing Rooms. This was a chance for a group of young
people to get together to chat, play, experiment and ask questions. It was also
an opportunity to spark ideas with varied experiences such as stargazing at
Pentre Ifan, listening to various vinyl recordings in Glan-llyn and taking walks
in different locations and taking note of everything! There have also been
writing and devising exercises.

After the Writing Rooms, a team of diverse artists came together to weave all
the images, stories and questions together and we grasped the idea of the title
and subsequently located our 12 scenes on a train that isn't necessarily there in
reality, hence the traverse stage.

Within the 12 scenes, some are without sgript. Some are monologues. Some are
songs. All are full of rhythm and movement.

The scenes are a combination of the literal and abstract and all involve a
question. Each scene explores a question- but doesn’t necessarily answer it.

There is comfort in the familiar and adventure in the unexpected!
This performance is fun and playful.
