Rule: Federation Schools – Urdd Sport 

Competitions  

On Saturday 8 October 2022 the Urdd Sport 

and Apprenticeship Board met to discuss 

different topics relating to the department. As 

a result of this meeting the board has made 

the decision to change the rule which 

prevents schools that are part of a federation 

to combine players to create teams to play in 

the Urdd sport events. This rule has been 

changed following several enquiries and 

feedback from small schools which haven’t 

got enough players to create a team to 

compete.  

We’d like to see this rule being used to give 

more opportunities to pupils across Wales to 

compete and attend our sporting events.  

This is the rule that we’d like to announce:  

Primary schools that are part of a ‘federation’ 

and based across more than one campus can 

compete in sport competitions as one Urdd 

branch ONLY IF THEY HAVE:  

• one governing body  

• a shared budget  

• operate under one headmaster  

• one of the locations has less than 100 

students, counting from Reception to Year 6
